2010 CUT BANK SADDLE CLUB BARN RULES

Approved 12/3/09 for 2010 at Regular club meeting-newest changes in Italics

1.  Barns and/or pens will be built with Saddle Club Approval.  Location of new barns and/or pens will be determined by the Board of Directors.

2.  Barns and or pens will be built to specifications as follows: 16' x 32' as designated by the approved motion August 1, 1963.  *Pen lessee’s can be granted permission to construct lean-to shelters at their own expense, with board approval. (Motion March 2009)
3.  Barns will be kept clean, painted white, and in good repair at the expense of the renter. (Garbage placed in the trash cans & no more than 3" of manure in barns or pens.) 
4.  Lessees will have their barns and/or pens in good order by April 15 of each year, and cleaned in the fall when horses are taken out.   Lessees are responsible to mow grass & weeds around their barns for at least 20’ to reduce fire hazard.  

5.  No Stallion over 12 months of age from his birth date will be kept at any time on the club grounds; with the exception of special events (such as State O-Mok-See, Clinics, etc.) & approval of the Board of Directors. (Amended 12/6/07)

6.  Manure will be piled in the south-east end of the club grounds.  At no time will manure be dumped behind barns.  No Nails, Boards, Wire, or garbage (no strings) should be in the manure.   A 3-sided manure dumping area accessible to a loader tractor will be built beside the shed-row, (but not in front of or behind barns) so barns can be cleaned easily with wheel-barrows, etc. *The East Pen manure dumping area is now across the road from the East Pens on the grass, allowing easy access for members to keep their pens clean.  (Amended 2009) The manure will be hauled periodically to the permanent manure-pile.  Cost Of Manure removal to be shared between "Manure Pit & Pile" users.

7.  Horses will not be kept on the club grounds for more than three (3) days by a non-member or be put in barns without the permission of the barn owner/renter.  

8.  No Livestock will be turned loose or on a picket on the club grounds at any time.

9.  The Saddle Club is to be the only purchaser of any barn on club property.  The maximum payment for a barn shall be determined by the Board of Directors, and the club at the time (not to exceed $300).  The payment will be determined by the condition of the barn.

10. Barns may be rented to any Saddle Club member who is in good standing.  New members must attend three meetings before being eligible to rent barns.  (Fees established 2008) 
Barn Fees:  Metal Barns: $200 per year each (includes water fees; & 2-horse maximum per barn.) 

Monthly Barn Rent: $25(includes water) 2-horse limit-Add $25 deposit 1st month

Wooden Barn Rent=$150 per year      *Big Back “Steer” Holding Pens= $200 per year-6 horse limit

*Bucking Pens= $65 per year  *bucking pens and holding pens are rented at a reduced rate with the understanding that the lessees may need to remove their horses from the area/pens if the Saddle Club votes to hold special events-or rents the grounds for special events requiring the use of said pens.   (Special events may include, but not limited to: Rodeos, Roping activities, Team Pennings, Cuttings, Clinics etc.)  Lessees will be notified in advance if horses need to be relocated.  Lessees are responsible to find another place to keep their horses during the event or activity. (2009)

East Panel Pens=$100 per year (2 horse limit)    
11. Participating members have preference over non-participating members in barn rentals.  Participating members described as attending at least 3 meetings and 3 club activities per year. 
12.  If your horse/animal gets hurt on the Saddle Club grounds it is your own responsibility, and the Cut Bank Saddle Club will not be liable for any injury or expense including Vet bills. (2006)
